Minutes of the last meeting of the Council

The Minutes as previously circulated were agreed, and they were signed by the Chairman.

Chairman’s Announcements


The Chairman invited suggestions for the format and date of the Annual Parish Meeting. It was agreed that the meeting would be held on 25 May, subject to room availability, and be used to launch the first phase of a consultation process for the Neighbourhood Plan, to include reports from village organisations, and to invite the potential developers of the Stage Post site to make a public exhibition of their design proposals. The Clerk was asked to invite the developers and to make the necessary booking and notice arrangements. 

The Chairman also reported that since the agenda had been published, the Clerk had been able to secure favourable terms for an Internal Audit service. The Clerk explained the detail of the offer, and Mr May proposed, with Mr Wadman seconded and all agreed that the services of Auditing Solutions Ltd be engaged for the current financial year. The Clerk was asked to make the necessary arrangements.

Mr Wood updated the meeting on his written report, advising that the first deployment of the Community Speedwatch team will probably be in April. Leaflets continue to be delivered and articles in the school newsletter have also sought more volunteers. Mr Wood drew attention to recent press coverage of a collision at the Black Dog crossroads.

There was no report in the absence of Mr Gamble, but attention was drawn to a traffic management seminar being held in the Marlborough Area. Mrs Collins and Mrs Gamble were attending and agreed to report back.

Footpaths Working Group report



Mrs Ford reported that a list of work required had now been compiled from the survey exercise. FP14 and 15 had work completed, and more is planned for FP7B to assist Wiltshire Council repairing ruts. A decision on the provision of kissing gates was delayed to the later Corporate Planning agenda item. FP19 may be widened subject to landowner’s awaited feedback. A number of missing finger posts have been reported to Wiltshire Council on FP3A, 10, and 11A. Mrs Ford also reported the attendance of representatives at an MoD briefing on Project Ubique, intended to re-align some rights of way previously blocked on Salisbury Plain into a recreational facility. Mrs Ford also noted that householders’ leaflets were being distributed this week inside the News and Views magazine.

The Clerk reported three decisions had been advised:
E/2012/0061/TCA The Old Vicarage 11 Church Street – felling of three apple trees;


E/2011/1703/FUL 41 High Street, West Lavington -dormer windows;

E/2011/1705/FUL 13 Lavington Lane, Littleton Panell -two-storey rear extension;


Each had been approved with conditions.


The Clerk reported that two applications had been received:

E/2012/0103/FUL 2 The Farm, Littleton Panell, erection of dwelling (retrospective);


E/2012/0222/FUL Dauntseys School, installation of Solar PV panels


The Council considered the applications and had no objections.

Neighbourhood Planning Working Group

Mrs Gamble reported the meeting held today between a number of this Council’s representatives and the Spatial Planning manager at Wiltshire Council. The meeting discussed the designation of the Parish as a planning area, the pending publication of a Protocol by Wiltshire Council intended to guide the planning process, the costs of referenda and external verification, as well as consultation. The planning horizon was likely to be that of the Core Strategy (ie up to year 2026), some local data used in the Core Strategy needs updating, and clarification is required on the status of some legacy policies from the Kennet Local Plan as well as the sites mapped by Wiltshire Council as suitable for development. The Sub-Groups meet next week, and representatives are attending one or two of the rural parish briefing sessions on 19 and 22 March.

Corporate Planning Policy


The Clerk explained the need for a policy to underpin the Council’s intention that it should develop a Corporate Plan. Mr Wadman proposed and Mrs Ford seconded, with all agreed, that the draft policy as circulated should be adopted.

Corporate Plan

The Chairman reminded the Council of its seminar work in developing a Corporate Plan. The Council was asked to consider the draft text as circulated, and to consider the prioritisation of the actions raised. Mr Wadman reported that an approach had already been made to the Churchill public house regarding the potential for a coffee shop facility, and Mr May clarified that the fencing project would be for design/quote only in Year 1. In agreeing the Plan, a number of actions required the allocation of financial resources from the Project budget in the year 2012/13:



Mr May proposed, and Mr Page seconded, with all agreed that £500 should be allocated for the purchase of benches for the recreation ground;



Mrs Gamble proposed and Mrs Diccox seconded, with all agreed, that £500 should be set aside to fund the administration of the Neighbourhood Planning process;



Mr Page proposed, and Mrs Gamble seconded, with all agreed that £500 should be allocated to the purchase of two kissing gates, within the scheme of work agreed in support of Wiltshire Council’s Rights of Way officer on FP3 and FP6.


The Clerk advised that all the Year 1 actions are to be uplifted to the Actions Register.

A360 Roadworks


The Clerk reported receipt of a notice, circulated, advising of the dates intended for the drainage and re-surfacing works to the length of the A360 through the parish. Contact had been established with the Contractor in relation to siting of logistics and welfare facilities for the workforce and there was some potential for the line painting scheme to be influenced. The Clerk was asked to make contact.
11/12/213 Sandfield grit bin


The Clerk reported that an accident had occurred in the recent icy weather in which a lady had slipped in Sandfield. There was discussion on the implications of the School Travel Plan on traffic and pedestrian volumes. Mrs Evans undertook to approach the headmaster about the provision of a grit bin. The Clerk confirmed that the Stibb Hill grit bin is to be moved by Wiltshire Council to Ramscliff, but that no date was available.

Diamond Jubilee celebrations

The Chairman reported receipt of a Grant application form from the Care and Link Group, in support of the Awareness Day planned for the Jubilee. The application was agreed for forwarding to Wiltshire Council by the Clerk.

The Clerk referred back to the previous approach by Market Lavington Parish Council for the establishment of a ‘Jubilee Trail’, formed from existing rights of way, linking the two villages. After discussion it was agreed that a grant application would be made by this Council, which if successful would be augmented by this Council in an equal share of the additional costs to those incurred by Market Lavington Parish Council, up to a maximum of £500. If the grant application failed, or was significantly reduced, the matter would be referred back to the Council for further discussion before proceeding.

The Clerk was asked to make an application in the name of this Council.

WEST LAVINGTON VILLAGE HALL

Meeting held on 14th February and items discussed were:

Finances – performed as per budget, late payment by footballers accounted for a shortfall at year end (W&CFC now paid the bulk of outstanding charges).  Reserves and Savings at agreed level.  Significant expenditure on maintenance and improvements this past financial year.  VHC would continue to use the CAF bank.  No major works planned for this year, although redecoration in some areas would be looked at.

Cleaning continuing efficiently.  Alternative ad hoc arrangement has been sought in case of Katie’s absence. 

H&S and Risk Assessment to be undertaken at beginning of March.

Booking system – seems to be working well and more accurately.  All regular users would receive their annual update forms in April.

Charges – Officers will be looking again at the charging system  ie block v. hourly rate.  Other halls’ charges to be sought to aid discussions.  Football use – Essential that VHC has booking information for both matches and practices when access to the hall facilities/ playing pitches is required.  Dialogue continuing.

Hall redevelopment – Officers had met with an architect who had offered some free advice.  His recommendation was that in order to achieve our wish list, it was not possible to economically adapt the current building.  Demolition and rebuild would be best solution but very costly.  Alternatively, it was questioned whether a joint project with W & C FC (who could seek funding from sports’ bodies) would enable new changing facilities, either integral or semi-integral with the Hall building.  This would enable the current areas to be used for increased and more accessible catering facilities, larger meeting room, new cloakrooms, entrance, and enhanced use of the surroundings and views but for less cost and disruption.  Ongoing discussions and investigations.

AGM - is on Tuesday 17th April at 7.30 in the Giles Room.  The Chairman announced that she would be standing down from the committee and members were asked to consider possible candidates for the position, and also others from the community to join the committee to help manage, promote and improve this valuable village asset.
