Chairman’s Announcements


The Chairman announced the resignation of Mr Wadman. Thanks were expressed for his service to the community over the last 18 years.

12/13/140  Public participation


Mr Wood noted that Community Speedwatch had now been established for one year, in that time conducting 54 sessions, supplying over 200 man-hours, and monitoring 21,555 vehicles, of which 225 were exceeding the speed limit. Mr Wood responded to queries regarding action against offenders.

In the absence of Mr Gamble, there was none.

Footpaths Working Group report


Mrs Ford reported that there had been no further action from Wiltshire Council on the top surface of the ‘white steps’ to FP44; A local builder had volunteered to make improvements to the surface of FP10 if the Council paid for materials – deferred to later agenda item on budgets; Two other residents had also volunteered to undertake maintenance of FP 11A and 19; A volunteer work party had undertaken cleaning and re-decoration of the two brick bus shelters, and an offer to the Youth Club to provide public art murals was being considered by the Club; Positive feedback had been received from Erlestoke Prison regarding the deployment of offenders for footpath cutting. It was agreed that a party of Members would visit the prison to meet the liaison officer. The Clerk was asked to make arrangements.

Neighbourhood Planning Working Group


Mrs Gamble reported that 11 volunteers were being invited to renew their interest and attend a meeting at the end of November to plan next steps. Further volunteers were being sought from business and services in the parish to ensure wide ranging engagement from interested parties. A revised vision statement was being prepared by the Core Group before being consulted with the wider group, and subsequently presented to the Council. Should the Council then decide to proceed a formal application to Wiltshire Council could then be submitted in the early part of 2013.

The future of the Playgrounds Advisory Committee

The Chairman introduced a discussion on the options for the future of the Committee. After discussion it was agreed that the Committee should close and be replaced by a Playgrounds Working Group, facilitating a wider membership and engagement from volunteers.
 
12/13/145 Grounds Maintenance – grass cutting contract


The Clerk explained the nature of this joint contract shared with Market Lavington Parish Council and the options for tendering or rolling over the existing arrangements. It was proposed by Mr Page, seconded by Miss Green, and with all agreed that the current contract should be rolled on for one year.
12/13/146 Budget 2012/13


The Clerk/Responsible Financial Officer explained the nature of remaining funds and options for expenditure over the remainder of the year, and reported the nature of defects to the walling of the churchyard. After discussion, it was proposed by Mrs Diccox, seconded by Mr Page and with all agreed that the funds originally drawn from the earmarked reserve to fell the churchyard ash tree be replaced into that reserve. It was further proposed by Mrs Ford, seconded by Miss Green, and with all agreed that the Council fund expenditure on materials to refurbish FP10.
12/13/147 Draft Budget 2013/14


The Clerk referred to papers previously circulated illustrating a number of options for the next financial year, each incorporating known cost pressures outside the control of the Council. Options included a standstill budget and a number of variations that would increase levels of current expenditure in addition to fixed costs. After discussion it was agreed that the Clerk continue work on the option to increase the budget to £26,500 and bring further reports to the Council in due course.

Community Speedwatch

Community speed watch carried out ten hours of monitoring during October and the results of the sessions is as follows:-

4583 vehicles passed our monitoring points

41 vehicles were recorded travelling in excess of 35mph but not more than 40 mph

23 vehicles were recorded travelling in excess of 40mph but not more than 50mph

The highest speed recorded was 47mph on three separate occasions by drivers

Metro tapes have been installed on the B3098 between West Lavington and Little Cheverell and we are awaiting the results.
