The Chairman thanked those attending the Members’ Seminar on Corporate Planning for their time the previous evening.

13/14/078
Wiltshire Councillor’s report


Mr Gamble reported that after representations, the refuse lorries calling in Sandfield would time their arrival to miss school peak hour traffic, and that residents would need to place their bins out earlier than usual. Mr Gamble also noted that the next Area Board on 22 July would include a presentation from the Wiltshire Clinical Commissioning Group on new health arrangements.

Wiltshire Police report


PC Lawson attended to provide a quarterly update on incidents reported, including a rave on Pear Tree Hill, a minor road collision, a cold calling complaint, and a firearms check. The new operational ‘hub’ at HMP Erlestoke was also explained, providing a deterrent to local crime, a search facility, and improving local availability of officers to respond.

Sandfield on-street parking

The Chairman proposed, with all agreed, that Standing Orders with regard to public participation be suspended to enable those attending to contribute to the discussion in this item. The Chairman led a discussion on the issues arising from the numbers of cars using Sandfield to park whilst delivering or collecting children from school, as set out in a discussion paper previously circulated. The Chairman of the school Governors was in attendance to advise on the school’s management of its Travel Plan, and Mr Barr of the Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group offered a plan for enlarging the Village Hall car park. In conclusion it was agreed that the Community Area Transport Group be approached for the provision of ‘H’-bar parking lines and speed humps, both subject to public consultation with those residents immediately affected by their provision and positioning, that 12 ‘No Waiting’ cones be purchased for ad-hoc deployment and loan to residents, and that a joint Parish Council/School bulletin be published outlining the full range of steps being taken to manage the situation. The Clerk was asked to attend CATG on behalf of the Council and to purchase the traffic cones.

It was proposed by Mr May that, subject to costs being established and upon whom they would fall, that the Village Hall Car Park be enlarged by voluntary effort. On being put to the vote, 8 were in favour and 1 against, the motion being agreed.

Parking lines in the parish


The Clerk introduced a further discussion paper setting out a scheme for the provision of ‘H’ bar parking lines elsewhere in the parish, to be provided by contractors at the same time as the Sandfield scheme. The proposals were agreed, subject to similar consultation with those immediately affected, and the Clerk was asked to include the matter in his report to CATG.

13/14/082
Informal Crossing Points


The Clerk introduced a response received from Wiltshire Council Highways Officers on the data gathering undertaken to support this Council’s application for a number of Informal Crossing Points. All the locations except the Pagnell Lane junction were supported, with the Dauntsey’s School crossing recommended for a zebra crossing. The Council welcomed the report, and asked the Clerk to attend CATG to progress the project, and to press Wiltshire Council to include the Pagnell Lane crossing.
13/14/083
Village Hall car park management.

The Chairman noted that there had been recent difficulties in managing the use of the car park within competing demands. It was acknowledged that the forthcoming online Hall booking system would enable concerned parties to plan ahead and avoid clashes.

Report of the Playgrounds Working Group


Mr May reported that the Group had recently met, and had considered whether a charge or contribution to costs should be made by organisations using the recreation ground. The Group recommended that no such charge be made, but that this Council urges the football club to improve its notification to the Village Hall of its intended use of the grounds to avoid unexpected clashes. The Council agreed, and the Clerk was asked to write to the football club. The Group also recommend that the green space in the NW corner of the grounds could be converted to car park use, but that no further encroachment be permitted in future.

The Group had noted that the ‘Witches Hat’ roundabout was again seized and required repair. It was proposed by Mr May, seconded by Mrs Ford, and all agreed that repairs should be made, and a lubrication schedule investigated. The Clerk was asked to arrange.
13/14/085
Report of the Footpaths Working Group

Mrs Ford reported some progress by the Rights of Way Officer with the landowner over which FP6 partially runs. A diversion is being agreed. Thanks were offered to the volunteers that had cut back a number of footpaths, and to the owners of some of the hedgerow along FP12, although more was required. Liaison continues in Duck Street on FP15, and with HMP Erlestoke, on which Mr Coxhead reported. The Clerk was asked to enquire of the Council’s insurers on the provision by the Council of work tools and protective equipment. It was proposed by Mr May, seconded by Mr Oglesby, and agreed by all that up to £100 be spent on personal protective equipment for the use of Prison-based workers. Mrs Ford undertook to progress.
