Minutes of the last meeting of the Council

Chairman’s announcements


The Chairman thanked councillors for their attendance and contributions to the two additional meetings held in October in consideration of the Stage Post site planning applications, and reminded the Council that a vacancy in the role of councillor remained.
13/14/149  Public participation


There was none. 

13/14/150  Wiltshire councillor’s report

Mr Gamble noted that the Highways Dept. officer had provided a report on the Stage Post application which was now available on the Wiltshire Council website, and that more information on the outcome of the application may be known next week. Mr Gamble also drew attention to a proposed alteration to Bridleway 7A, commending the proposal to this Council. The Area Board next meets on 25 November and is to consider the Community Campus project and Neighbourhood Planning.

Draft Budget 2014/15

The Responsible Financial Officer presented a first draft of a proposed budget for 2014/15 which was noted by the Council. The Clerk undertook to return to the next meeting with a revised budget plan to include confirmation from Wiltshire Council on its Council Tax Support Grant scheme.

Footpaths Working Group report


Mrs Ford reported that a new Rights of Way officer was in post, now responsible for over 90 parishes. Support in future was likely to be very limited, but a meeting with the officer is being arranged to set out an approach for outstanding issues, including kissing gates and blocking access to motorcycles to FP11.

Mrs Ford also reported that the land agent for the Littleton Panell High St field had been reminded of the brambles overhanging the pavement. FP1 had been cleared by Mr Oglesby; FP11 has been cleared by Mr & Mrs Ford and FP 11A had been cleared by Mr Snook after storm damage.


Mrs Ford also reported completion of the Streetscene survey with Mr May. The Clerk confirmed that details of next steps are to be sought from the Streetscene Co-ordinator.



The Clerk reported that a consultation on an application for the diversion of Bridleway 7A 
had been received. The Council considered the details and had no objection.


The Clerk also reported receipt of a consultation on proposals to modify the Definitive 
Map, an order having already been made to ‘stop-up’ several footpath tails on Salisbury 
Plain, and to create several new rights of way, including the ‘Jubilee Trail’ linking Market 
Lavington. The details were placed on circulation for councillors to examine more closely.

Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group report



Mrs Gamble explained the requirement to commence preliminary consultation with the community, testing understanding from previous exercises and asking questions about development for the future. The process would be within an overall consultation strategy and plan for the whole neighbourhood plan programme, which itself would be drawn down from the Council’s existing Consultation Policy. A range of activity is to be planned by the Steering Group for February, in order that progress overall can remain within a timeline, also to be established more formally. Publicity will be required, including articles in News & Views, and to that end it was proposed by Mrs Ford, seconded by Mr Jones and with all agreed that delegated authority be passed to the Steering Group to develop a Consultation Strategy and Plan before the Council’s next meeting in order that sufficient progress can be made within publication deadlines. Mrs Gamble also reported that sub-group reports were now completed, and that a further liaison meeting with the Wiltshire Council link officer is required to support the consultant’s preparations.

Playgrounds Working Group report


Mr May reported completion of the selection and ordering process for new equipment  for the junior playground, under delegated authority from the Council at its last meeting. Installation is planned for w/b 25 November, and is to be completed by 6 December. 



Mr May also reported the breakage of the zip wire equipment, the Clerk advising that investigation had been arranged with the supplier that had only just serviced the item. Mrs Gamble advised that a small child had been using the equipment at the time, but that no injury had been reported. The Clerk undertook to advise the suppliers again, and that the matter would be treated as a Health & Safety ‘near miss’ incident.

Informal Crossing Points report



The Clerk introduced the paper previously circulated, being a proposed report to the Devizes Community Area Transport Group (CATG) meeting on Monday 11 November. The report set out the final agreed position with Highways engineers for the work designed for near White Street, Fieldside and Pagnell Lane. Mr Wood queried the extent of the road markings near Pagnell Lane, the Clerk confirming that the drawing represented the final position of the Highways officer. The Clerk also explained the funding position, limiting this Council’s contribution to £2200 augmented by an annual set-aside of approximately £300 to build a reserve for the replacement of worn tarmac colouring in 6-7 years. It was proposed by Mr May, seconded by Mr Oglesby, and agreed by all that the Clerk attend CATG on behalf of the Council to present the report as circulated, accompanied by Mrs Evans.

Ditches and watercourses


The Clerk reported receipt from Wiltshire Council of an invitation to monitor local ditches and watercourses for their condition, seeking the voluntary co-operation of landowners in their obligation to maintain drainage and prevent flooding. The scheme was noted by the Council, and Mr Jones, Lead Member for Emergency Planning, undertook to seek further clarification and detail.

Village organisation reports

Mr Wood reported that Community Speedwatch was again in action, Wiltshire Police having improved its central data handling process. Seven deployments had been completed in the last month, and some drivers were reported with speeds over 40mph and in some cases up to 47 mph in the 30ph zone. An article is to be placed in News & Views seeking volunteers from West Lavington to create participation from that village.
