Declarations of interest


Mr May declared his non-pecuniary interest in the Youth Club as its Secretary (agenda item 19 grant).

Minutes of the last meeting of the Council

The Minutes as previously circulated were agreed and signed by the Chairman of that meeting.

Chairman’s announcements


The Chairman noted the interest shown in the Public Gallery for the agenda item related to The Stage Post site, moving it follow Public Participation.
13/14/123  Public participation


 Three members of the public spoke on the planning applications for the Stage Post, 
commenting that the site should be set aside for housing only, that the current shop 
would become unviable, and a new shop would impact on other shops in the area, as well as 
create traffic issues. The Chairman proposed, seconded by Mr Page, and with all agreed, that a Parish Meeting be convened on 17 October at 8.00pm to enable a full public 
debate of the issues, to which a representative of the applicant would be invited. The capacity of the Village Hall was questioned, and the Clerk was asked to enquire of 
Dauntsey’s School as to whether the Memorial Hall could be made available.

Wiltshire Police report


There was none.
13/14/125
Village Hall car park disabled parking bays

The Clerk informed the Council that a request for marked bays had been made by members of the public. The Clerk advised that to meet Equalities duties and requirements of the Disability Discrimination Act, the Hall, as a publically accessible building, should have disabled parking made available. It was proposed by Mr Page, seconded by Mrs Ford, and with all agreed that a quotation for £190 be accepted for the work required, and the Clerk was asked to make the arrangements.

Streetscene action day 

The Clerk noted that no responses had been received in a survey of suggested works. Mrs Ford and Mr May undertook to complete a survey of requirements on 25 October and to advise the Clerk accordingly.

Pedestrian warning sign, Littleton Panell


Mr Oglesby noted that despite a request in 2012 the sign had not yet been moved north of the railway bridge. The Clerk advised that the Wiltshire Council officer concerned had informed this Council that the work was to be undertaken at the same time as work in Great Cheverell. The Clerk was asked to enquire of the officer whether the work could be brought forward as a safety issue.

Report of Playgrounds Working Group

The Group Chairman advised the Council that an offer had been received from Wiltshire Council for the distribution of £12,372 of S.106 funds, conditional on their allocation for the purchase of ‘casual play equipment’. The Clerk explained the S.106 process, and the criteria to be met. Mr May proposed, seconded by Mr Coxhead, and with all agreed that the funds be spent on equipment for the Junior(Robert’s)Playground. 

It was further proposed by Mr May, seconded by Mr Oglesby, and with all agreed, that Mrs Evans, Mr Page, Mr Jones and the Clerk be jointly delegated the authority to proceed with arranging supplier visits, choosing the equipment and placing an Order such that the deadline imposed by the process can be met.

Report of the Footpaths Working Group


Mrs Ford reported that the East Area Rights of Way officer had now left Wiltshire Council, and that her West Area colleague was now covering this area. There was a hope that the outstanding work required, including advice on barriers for motorbikes in Sunnyside, would be completed in the near future. 

The overgrown brambles in the field adjacent to 60 High St Littleton Panell had been reported to the occupier, and Mrs Ford noted that FP1, near the railway bridge was becoming overgrown. Mr Oglesby undertook to review the situation.


Mr Coxhead advised that continued management difficulties at HMP Erlestoke had precluded the work party being permitted into the community. Liaison would continue.

Report of Neighbourhood Planning Working Group


Mrs Gamble reported that pre-contract negotiations with Impact Planning Services of Swindon had been completed and an agreement entered into under the delegated powers given to the Clerk. The Steering Group had met in September, attended by the Wiltshire Council Liaison officer. Advice received has assisted in shaping the research already done, and confirmed that an early community consultation should be arranged. Mr Coxhead and Mr Page volunteered to join the Steering Group, with Mr Coxhead providing expertise in Communications and Consultation strategies. The next meeting will be on 12 November.

The Gun, Church Street, West Lavington

The Vice Chairman noted that Members had been asked to review the condition of the maple tree before further consideration at this meeting. After discussion of the condition and prioritisation of resources, it was proposed by Mr Coxhead, seconded by Mr Ogelsby, and with all agreed that the tree be reviewed again in a few months’ time to see if the condition had changed, but that there would be no action for now.
