Declarations of interest

Minutes of the last meeting of the Council

Chairman’s announcements


Mrs Evans announced that she would not be standing again as Chairman at the Annual Meeting in May. The Chairman also reported an invitation received from Market Lavington to join planning discussions on 25 February for WW1 commemoration events.
13/14/208  Public participation


Mr Cox presented his objections to an application for outline planning permission at 8 Sunnyside, citing character of the area and traffic volume & access. Mr Oglesby reported on recent experience with gypsies and travellers entering sites near Semington and other West Wiltshire locations.
13/14/209  Wiltshire Councillor’s report

Mr Gamble responded to Mr Oglesby’s briefing and undertook to research any issues arising locally, although the Core Strategy provides policy on such matters. The Core Strategy remains delayed by its Inspector’s comments. The Shrewton road closure is planned for 10 February onwards for several weeks. Duck Street is to be closed from 17 March for drainage repairs; the Joint Strategic Assessment for the Community Area is to be launched at an event in Devizes on 4 March, all are welcome. Criminal activity is occurring on Salisbury Plain, with MoD Police unable to respond. Hare coursing is of particular concern.

Footpaths Working Group report


Mrs Ford reported that Annual Survey sheets had been distributed to volunteers with an end of March return. Wiltshire Council has launched a consultation on a revised Countryside Access Improvement Plan. The Clerk undertook to circulate details. The Clerk also undertook to complete preparation of dog fouling notices for fixture on footpaths.

Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group report



Mrs Gamble reported that the draft Sustainability Appraisal/Strategic Environmental Assessment Report has now been received from the Council’s consultants and is for review before forwarding to Wiltshire Council and statutory consultees. Leaflets had now been distributed to all households and local groups/businesses, the website and Twitter updated, and articles published in the newspaper and News and Views (December, February and March editions). Posters are on display throughout the parish and the questionnaire is in final stages of drafting for launch in w/b 24 February. A public exhibition will be staged in the Village Hall on 1 March. Attendance had also been made at a Wiltshire Council seminar on ‘Site Allocations’. Mrs Gamble thanked the many volunteers and the Clerk for supporting this work and keeping the Consultation Plan on schedule.

Village organisation reports

Mr Wood reviewed the January Community Speedwatch data, thanked volunteers for their work in inclement weather, and expressed concern for the speed of traffic approaching Pagnell Lane from the south. The Clerk advised that the recent Metrocount data had been collected and was being analysed, with results to be circulated when received. Mrs Gamble reported on recent attendance at Dauntsey’s School Estates Committee, in which drainage on site was reported to be the responsibility of Wessex Water. The Clerk was asked to write to Wessex Water to request a meeting to discuss the wider issue of storm water drainage in West Lavington.

Littleton Panell pedestrian sign


Mr Oglesby raised his concern for the lack of progress in moving this sign. The Clerk was 
asked to write again to the Highways Dept and request its relocation. The speed of traffic 
in this area was also noted.

Informal Crossing Point nr. High Street/White Street junction


The Chairman noted the postponement of this installation. It was agreed that further consultation with nearby residents including The Manor be undertaken with a view to progressing the work. The Clerk was asked to make arrangements.

Playground Post-installation risk assessment



The Clerk reported completion of this inspection. The few issues raised were of a low risk nature, capable of simple self-help correction apart from the entrance gates closing too quickly. It was agreed that the Playgrounds Working Group should consider the implications of the gate closure design. Mr Jones reported his completion of a training seminar on playgrounds management, and undertook to brief the Working Group.

Police and Crime Commissioner precept consultation

The Clerk reported that the Police and Crime Panel met that morning to agree its decision. It was agreed that this item would not be progressed.

Closed Burial Ground tree works

The Clerk presented a quotation for the proposed works to yew trees in the vicinity of the war memorial and to the holly tree outside the East window. The Clerk recommended suspension of the Financial Regulation requiring that he strive to obtain three estimates, citing the performance of the contractor on previous work. It was proposed by Mr Page, seconded by Mr Coxhead, and with all agreed that the quotation be accepted.
