Wiltshire Councillors report


Mr Gamble reported alteration to the Area Board meeting date (next on 29 September) and the launch then of revised youth services; a planning appeal for houses at Great Cheverell, and the implications of new housing in Market Lavington with traffic consequences possible for both.

Defibrillator scheme


The Chairman introduced Mr Wilmot, who presented a scheme to provide 2-3 defibrillators in West Lavington and Littleton Panell. The devices would be supplied on loan from the ambulance service, if the parish council could supply the required cabinets and suggest locations for their siting. It was agreed in principle to support the scheme, subject to further research. The Clerk undertook to continue liaison with Mr Wilmot and report back to a future meeting.

Report of Risk Management Committee

Mr Jones, Committee Chairman, reported on the proceedings of the Committee that had met that evening. Some minor adjustments to the Risk Register would be made.

Report of the Footpaths Working Group


Mrs Ford reported that a number of paths had been cut back and thanked the volunteers responsible. The owners of land over which FP24/25 crossed had been informed of the estimated costs of pursuing an application for closure of the paths. The Council would take no further action unless an application was consulted by Wiltshire Council.

Report of Neighbourhood Planning Steering Group


Mrs Gamble reported that the statutory stakeholders were still in consultation phase for the Scoping Report. A meeting had been held with the Wiltshire Council liaison officer in developing site selection criteria, the draft criteria would then be considered by the Steering Group.

Report of Playgrounds Working Group


Mr May reported on the Group’s recent meeting, seeking volunteers for a rota to perform weekly condition checks on play equipment and areas. Mr Coxhead and Mr Wood volunteered, in addition to Mr May, Mr Blundell and Mr Donegan already recorded. The Committee recommended that a formal external inspection be arranged at a 6 month interval from the Annual Inspection. On being put to the vote, 9 were in favour and 1 against (preferring quarterly). Being agreed, the Clerk was asked to make the arrangements.

The Committee recommended removal of the litter bins, and the introduction of a litter picking service, combined with the cancellation of the bin emptying contract. The recommendation was agreed in principle, pending further enquiries by the Clerk.

Informal Crossing Point, Church Street

14/06092/FUL Stage Post site, High Street, West Lavington - erection of four semi-detached houses following demolition of rear function room-
Mr May proposed, seconded by Mrs Evans and with 9 for and 1 against, it was agreed to object, the community requiring small affordable units;

14/06096/FUL Dauntsey’s School, High Street, West Lavington - replace existing low level bollard lighting within existing car park and coach lane with new lighting on columns and 2 lights mounted on swimming pool building;

Mrs Evans proposed, seconded by Mrs Ford and with 7 for and 3 abstentions (including Mrs Gamble who did not participate) it was agreed to object, the proposal producing light pollution in the surrounding area.
