Presentation by Dauntsey Academy Primary School


Mr Lakin explained the planned increase in pupil numbers, constraints of class size, and the need for additional room space with a vehicle drop-off zone. Traffic management and the current School Travel Plan were discussed, with future options available including enlarging the village hall car park. The school has an admissions policy for regulating intake, should future house building in the local area change demand patterns.

Footpath Working Group report



Mrs Ford reported the Group had met on 17, 24, and 31 May to work on footpaths 12, 14, and 15 and thanked those volunteers attending, with new recruits present. The Manor wall was noted to be ‘bulging’ and Mr May undertook to mention this to the owner.

Mr Jones is working on BW7B and FP12. Steps and entrance to FP28 have been refurbished, as well as FP14. Landowners’ comments on proposals to close FP24 and 25 were noted. Concern was expressed for hedging overgrowing FP12, despite Wiltshire Council letters to occupiers. Mrs Ford undertook to query with the Rights of Way Warden.

Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group report



Mrs Gamble reported that the Scoping Report had now been submitted to external consultees, with 6 weeks for response. Site allocations selection criteria had been examined by the Steering Group on 21 May which concluded that further rationalisation was required. The Wiltshire Council Liaison Officer had provided helpful guidance.

Recreation ground quotations for works to trees


The Clerk presented a quotation for the planned felling and reductions of a number of trees in the recreation ground, as recommended by the arboriculturist. It was agreed that felling work, from three quotations, should be planned for the current year, and that crown reduction work be planned for the future.

Recreation ground maintenance contract 2014/15

The Clerk reported that the current contractor had withdrawn from the market, and had already ceased operations at the end of its arrangement. In conjunction with Market Lavington, the two Clerks had obtained three quotations for a new contract. Both recommended the same choice, which was proposed by Mrs Ford, seconded by Mrs Evans with all agreed that this Council accepts. The Clerk was asked to make the arrangements.


Mr Wood reported an accident on the BMX track during the week, in which a child was injured. Mr Blundell, having already prepared a report on the track, undertook with Mr May to inspect the track and the Clerk was asked to arrange a meeting of the Playgrounds Working Group.

Speed Limits


Mr Wood proposed, with all agreed that the Council adopt a policy of seeking a 40mph ‘buffer zone’ on the A360 at the two current 30mph extremities of the parish. The Clerk was asked to liaise with the Highways officer to progress the issue.

The Community Speedwatch report for May, previously circulated, was noted. Mr Wood reported that one new recruit had come forward at the recent Annual Parish Meeting (APM). Mrs Gamble referred to her previous report at the APM, and Mr Blundell reported on his attendance at the Devizes Area Board, noting that Community Speedwatch had been commended, the Fire Authority is planning a merger with Dorset, that traffic continues to be an issue in Devizes, and that new structures and priorities were being established for the Clinical Commissioning Group.
