Telephone kiosk review


The Clerk reported receipt of a consultation from Wiltshire Council, on behalf of BT who had provided usage data, proposing that the telephone kiosks at Lavington Lane and Rutts Lane are either discontinued or adopted by the Parish Council for other purposes. It was proposed by Mrs Ford, seconded by Mr Blundell and with all agreed that a case be made for the retention of the Lavington Lane kiosk and that the Rutts Lane kiosk be proposed for adoption in order that a defibrillator and book-swap library can be established within. Consultation with the community through a News and Views article would be required, which the Clerk undertook to prepare.

Ditches and watercourses

The Clerk reported receipt of guidance from Wiltshire Council on the management of ditches and watercourses by landowners and those with riparian duties. The Clerk also reported the view of the Environment Agency on the condition of the Semington Brook alongside the A360 Church Street noting that the Agency had inspected the site, not perceiving the condition of the brook to be a risk to flooding and its view that enforcement action was not therefore required.

Flooding assistance scheme


Mr Jones presented details of Wiltshire Council’s proposed Parish Emergency Assistance Scheme (PEAS), requiring the preparation of a detailed flood emergency plan to release a supply of flood management resources. It was agreed not to proceed with the Scheme itself, but that prices of empty sandbags would be sought for this Council to consider purchasing a supply for public issue. The contact details of suppliers of sand for householders to approach directly would also be researched with a view to augmenting existing published guidance.
