Wiltshire Councillor’s report


Mr Gamble noted that Wiltshire Council was considering recording all its meetings to ensure a full record should editing of recordings by others affect accuracy. The recent Area Board hosted the launch of the new Youth Service, holding up West Lavington Youth Club as a model for delivery. The November Area Board would be themed on health. Mr Gamble also noted that public consultations often require internet access to participate, and suggested this Council might consider how it could support those without such access. A number of road closures were currently causing some disruption in east Devizes, Westbury, and in Lavington Lane, West Lavington.

Mrs Ford reported that FP7B on Strawberry Hill was partially obstructed by overhanging branches and that a work party was being assembled. Strimming is also required on FPs 13, 14, 15 and 19 and at the gateway on FP8. The sign requested for FP12 is still not installed, and is to be chased.

Report of the Playgrounds Working Group


Mr May expressed concern for the use of the football pitches by organisations based outside the parish. It was agreed that the Clerk would enquire of each Club how many of its members resided in the parish, and what ratio that was of the whole membership. The Committee recommended that the Council include planning for a refurbishment of the BMX track in its 2015/16 budget, to be supported by grant aid applications. It was agreed that this would be included in the Corporate Planning seminar for discussion.

Report of Neighbourhood Planning Steering Group


Mrs Gamble reported that the Core Group was due to meet on 7 October to consider further the site allocation process and responses received from the consultant. The Steering Group was then due to meet in the next two weeks. The Clerk reported that an online resource for mapping had been identified; it was agreed that an annual subscription to ‘Parish Online’ be arranged at a cost of £28 per annum, with a £20 set up charge.
