Minutes of the last meeting of the Council

The Minutes as previously circulated were agreed and signed by the Chairman.

Chairman’s announcements


The Chairman welcomed the Council back after the summer recess.
14/15/092    Public participation


Mr Richardson made representations about the zebra crossing installation. Mr Challinor spoke regarding the planning application for 4 Sandfield.

Report of the Footpaths Working Group


Mrs Ford reported that volunteers had continued to work on several footpaths and that Dauntsey’s School had laid stone on FP 11. The tree stump on the recreation ground had been pushed back into position, and FP 12 has had hedging and some fencing replaced by residents that has improved parts of its width. Strimming remains outstanding on FPs 13,15,19 and 8. Vegetation is overgrowing pavements and footpaths in a number of places, and householders are asked to cut this back. Mr Wood noted that a direction signpost is required at the end of FP 12.

Report of Neighbourhood Planning Steering Group


Mrs Gamble reported that one statutory stakeholder had responded to the Scoping Report consultation. The proposed site allocations methodology was explained and the proposed role for the consultant was set out. It was proposed by Mr Coxhead, seconded by Mr Jones and with all agreed that the methodology be adopted. It was noted that any parcel of land excluded within the process could be brought forward during the consultation period if the owner requested it.

BMX track repairs and fencing damage

The Clerk reported completion of works to repair the surface of the BMX track and on damage occasioned to part of the fence line in the recreation ground, which had subsequently been the site of an injury accident. Repairs are being arranged, together with improvements to the overall condition of the fence structure.

Recreation ground trees

The Clerk reported receipt of three quotations received for the felling of a number of trees as recommended by the arboriculture report. Mr May proposed, and Mrs Ford seconded, with all agreed that Contractor C be commissioned, with a view to offering the Phase B reduction work next financial year if there was satisfactory performance.

Recreation ground waste

The Clerk reported that the Village Hall cleaner had offered to manage the bins around the recreation ground, funded by grant support from the Council. The litter bin between Eastfield and Holmfield would need to be withdrawn, as the new arrangements could not encompass a remote location. This would leave three bins in service – in the Village Hall car park, in Robert’s playground, and next to the BMX track. The Clerk also reported the resignation of the Coles’ from their existing bin emptying service. It was proposed by Mr Wood, seconded by Mr Page and with all agreed that arrangements be made with the Village Hall for an immediate start. It was proposed by Mr Coxhead, seconded by Mr May and with all agreed that a new suite of 6 dog waste bins be purchased for locating around the perimeter of the recreation ground. The question of casual littering would need to be addressed by occasional volunteering, which was noted.

Recreation Ground usage

The Council reviewed use of the ground by the football club and asked the Playgrounds Working Group to consider the matter further.

Road crossings


The Clerk reported completion of the Church Street informal crossing and of the zebra crossing, albeit 2 lighting units were temporary and were to be replaced with down-lighters. The Council considered Mr Richardson’s representations and his letter. The Clerk was asked to write to the Highways dept noting its concern for the lack of inclusion of the final lighting plan in available consultation material and supporting Mr Richardson’s request for the lamp standard outside his home to be moved southwards out of view.

Settlement Boundary review


The Clerk reported receipt of this consultation from Wiltshire Council. The Chairman suggested the circulated Report as a response, outlining support for the proposed methodology whilst expressing concern for its actual application in a number of specified locations. It was proposed by Mrs Ford, seconded by Mr Coxhead and with all agreed that the report be used to prepare a response to Wiltshire Council in the required format.

The Clerk reported receipt of this questionnaire from Wiltshire Council. Mrs Ford, Mr Coxhead and Mr Page undertook to prepare a response on behalf of the Council.
