Report of the Footpaths Working Group


A written report had been circulated in Mrs Ford’s absence. Mr Oglesby reported that no comments had been received as a result of further consulting Polish residents of the caravan park at Littleton Panell, the original letter having been translated into Polish. Mr Coxhead proposed, seconded by Mrs Gamble and with all agreed that the permissive path project be deferred.

Report of the Playgrounds Working Group


Mr May, Chairman of the group, reported on its last meeting, noting that the Youth Club had been successful in its application to the Area Board for a grant toward the repairs of the BMX track. The group had also considered how it might progress new initiatives for the provision of new equipment and facilities for the recreation ground, including outdoor table tennis and a ‘trim trail’ around the perimeter. It was agreed that planning and development of these initiatives would support the ‘Facilities and Wellbeing’ workstream in the Corporate Plan.

Flood preparedness

In the absence of awaited correspondence, this item was deferred to the next meeting.

Road safety – to consider parking in the High Streets

The Clerk advised that correspondence had been received from a resident of Market Lavington, complaining about parking in the vicinity of the shop and its effect on traffic flow. The Council considered this in the context of similar comments received in response to the Neighbourhood Plan initial consultation survey. Similar problems were noted in Market Lavington itself, and a number of surrounding villages, whilst the availability of parking in support of the shop’s trade was also considered. The effect of parked cars in calming traffic that might otherwise speed through the village was also noted. It was agreed to continue monitoring the situation, particularly once any works to the Stage Post site are underway. The Clerk was asked to respond to the correspondent.

High Street Bus Stop


The Clerk reported on inquiries made in regard to the bus stop shelter damaged beyond repair outside the Stage Post. Wiltshire Council had advised that it would remove the shelter and not replace it, unless the Parish Council wished to fund a new installation. There was also the possibility of bringing a used shelter from elsewhere, again at cost to the parish council. Mr May proposed, seconded by Mr Coxhead, and with all agreed that the offer made by Wiltshire Council be declined, and that it may continue with its removal plan. Notice would be given in ‘News and Views’ of Wiltshire Council’s decision, and user demand for a shelter in future would be monitored once any works to the Stage Post (with risk of further damage) were complete.

Report of the Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group


Mrs Gamble, Chairman of the group, reviewed its membership, its purpose, and the role of the consultant that next involves approaching landowners of sites that might be set out in the Plan as suitable for bringing development forward over the next 10 years. Wiltshire Council were now known to be bringing forward their own site identification proposals for consultation (beginning with a conference on 4 March) with the overall intention of demonstrating a rolling 5-year land supply for housing across the County within the Core Strategy. Several sites within the parish boundaries have already been brought forward by their owners directly to Wiltshire Council and appear on its list of potential available sites. Mrs Gamble noted that the role of a Neighbourhood Plan is to put the community in control of a process whereby suitable sites might be found, so it is important that both parish and county processes are harmonised. Further public consultation will be required on both the methodology for, and the results of, a site selection process within a Draft Neighbourhood Plan that now needs to be written. The members of the Core Group, within the Steering Group, were thanked for their continuing technical contributions to the process. 

EXCLUSION OF PRESS AND PUBLIC


Mr Coxhead proposed the agenda motion, seconded by Mr Oglesby, and with 9 votes for and Mr May requesting his recorded vote against, it was agreed that the subsequent part of the meeting be closed to press and public in accordance with Section 12A of the Local Government Act, 1972 as the item relates to private and commercially sensitive interests and the public interest in seeking this exemption outweighs the public interest in disclosure because of the need to protect the privacy of those with such  interests.

Site selection process



The Chairman explained the nature of the Council’s role, in receiving the recommendations of the Steering Group, and reviewed the content of confidential papers circulated by hand with the meeting Summons. The location of each site included for consideration on a map provided was explained for clarity. The Steering Group discussion paper and statistical analysis was then reviewed and the need to further investigate access considerations for all sites was acknowledged. Members of the Steering Group were thanked for the attention to detail in the provided information, and Recommendation a) to the paper was agreed in that the Consultant is to be asked to identify and contact the respective landowners and invite them to consider whether they would wish their land to be identified as potentially suitable for development, subject to public consultation and more thorough technical feasibility studies such as access. The Clerk was asked to make the arrangements.
