Chairman’s announcements


The Chairman thanked the Clerk upon his pending retirement at the end of June for his service to the Council.

Representations were made on the planning application item for 61, High Street, Littleton Panell by Mr Scott, Mrs Scott, Mr Daykin, and Mrs Rowsell. Mr Raguparan queried progress with the development of the Stage Post site as a shop, and Miss Green made representations concerning the planning application for 77, High Street, Littleton Panell.

Planning matters


The following decision was reported:

15/03699/FUL 39, High Street, Littleton Panell – change to bed and breakfast and residential;


approved with conditions.


The following applications were considered:


15/00789/FUL North Close, 61, High Street, Littleton Panell – 3 new houses, revised drawings.


Mr Coxhead proposed, seconded by Mr May, and with all agreed that the Council maintains its objection to the application due to continuing privacy, density, and highway safety issues. 


15/04034/FUL Stage Post site – building works to roof, windows and wall coverings. Mr May proposed, seconded by Mr Coxhead and with 7 for and 2 abstentions it was agreed that the application be supported. The Council noted its continuing concern for highway and on site traffic safety and access, and noise whilst acknowledging ‘permitted development’ rights of the applicant.  


15/04157/FUL 86, High Street, Littleton Panell – construct extension. It was proposed by Mrs Ford, seconded by Mr Coxhead and with all agreed that the application be supported.

15/04695/FUL 1, The Farm, High Street, Littleton Panell – add timber doors to barn. It was proposed by Mr Challinor, seconded by Mrs Evans and with all agreed that the application be supported.


15/04906/FUL 77, High Street, Littleton Panell – garage to granny annexe. (Mr Blundell declared a non-pecuniary interest as a near neighbour of the applicant). It was proposed by Mr Coxhead, seconded by Mr Wood and with all agreed (except Mr Blundell, who abstained) that the Council object to the application as the elevated position of the site to 5 Russell Mill Lane would place an unreasonable intrusion on privacy, and the modern design is inappropriate to the Conservation Area. The Council noted that if approved by Wiltshire Council, the annexe must remain part of the main residence.


15/05235/CLE Lowlands Farm, Strawberry Hill, West Lavington – lawful use of space as garden;

All were agreed as supported.
