A written report was read by the Clerk, who undertook to circulate to council members.

Report of the Footpaths Working Group


Mrs Ford referred to the circulated report, advising that annual survey returns were arriving, a few outstanding. A meeting with the Rights of Way Warden would then be arranged. Mrs Ford undertook to enquire further of Dauntsey’s School on the kissing gate removed from their boundary near Sunnyside. The Clerk undertook to advise Market Lavington Parish Council Clerk that footpath MLAV4 had now dried sufficiently for access to fallen trees. The Clerk reported that the Rights Of Way Warden was content with the condition of Bridleway 5 and that works to Byway 34 were planned for August. The Clerk reported receipt of advice that a large amount of bagged dog waste had accumulated on FP 41 between Eastfield and Lavington lane, and that Wiltshire Council had arranged for litter picking.

Report of the Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group



The Chairman reported that the consultant had now contacted landowners with responses requested by 10 March, and his report is due to the Steering Group on 17 March. Wiltshire Council is also consulting on its proposed methodology for making site selections and reviewing SHLAA sites through a Development Plan Document (DPD). Cllr Gamble attended a seminar on 4 March to receive more information and the Steering Group will consider a recommended response. Core Group members are to meet a Wiltshire Council officer on 10 March to ensure consistency in both Councils’ approaches. It was proposed by Mr Coxhead, seconded by Mrs Ford and with all agreed that the Council’s scheduled April meeting is brought forward to 26 March to enable review of Steering Group recommendations on a response to the DPD consultation before the 31 March deadline.
