The Chairman reported in Cllr Gamble’s absence that the next Area Board would be considering Older People’s issues on 18 May. Cllr Blundell undertook to attend.

Report of the Playgrounds Working Group


Mr May reported on the recent Group meeting, including planning for the provision of additional facilities that would be subject to public consultation in due course. The Working Group recommended that the swing seats identified in the inspection report as defective be repaired, which was agreed, but that a proposal from the football club to site a portable toilet facility in the grounds would not be appropriate. Mrs Gamble proposed, seconded by Mrs Ford and with all agreed that Mr May, Mr Blundell and Mrs Rowles be delegated the authority to select from the two quotes obtained a contractor for the BMX track refurbishment, and to authorise the Clerk to commission the works. The Clerk confirmed that reasonable efforts had been made to secure a third quote without success and that financial regulations would permit this decision.

Mrs Ford referred to the circulated report, confirming that a volunteer resident will be refurbishing the surface of FP 10 later this year. Mrs Ford confirmed that enquiries continued on the proposed diversion of FP 6 to a revised junction with FP12. Dog fouling remains a serious concern, and the Clerk reported on his discussions with the Dog Warden and provision of notices.

Those causing disruption may be excluded from the meeting.
