	Vandalism and police visits/litter/anti-social behaviour – CCTV Initiatives (Noel Woolrych)
· Mrs Gamble advised that Mr Woolrych had been invited to the meeting to 
Talk through the possible use of CCTV cameras in West Lavington following the incidents of vandalism.

· Mr Woolrych introduced himself as the CCTV Manager in Devizes.
· Mr Woolriych talked through the the details of the cameras that he would suggest for the given area of the Village Hall (details presented in an accompanying paper for councillors).
· If parish councillors decide to have some CCTV cameras installed they will need to consider how much money they with to spend.  Mr Woolrych advised that 8 cameras would cover the area required around the Village Hall, but they could be bought in stages.
· Costs would be £200 per camera and there would also need to be one recorder costing £500 and then the installation would cost £200 - £300.
· Parish councillors would need to consider carefully when allocating the budget if they feel that CCTV is a requirement.  This needs to be considered due to the level of vandalism that has taken place at the Village Hall, Recreation Ground and BMX track.
· An application could  be made to the Area Board for funding but this would need to be ‘matched’ by the parish council budget.
· If the parish council decide to install CCTV cameras then three quotes would need to be obtained.

· Mrs Gamble advised that the group is looking for new members as many past and present members have now invested a lot of time into the Neighbourhood Plan and now would like to take a step back from the group.  A recommendation from the Steering Group is to be able to advisertise for more volunteers with relevant skills to support the work of the NHP.
· Mrs Gamble also brought forward the recommendation of the Steering Group to go to Wiltshire Council to say that the NHP Plan has come along a long way and can Wiltshrie Council be more supportive.  Wiltshire Council are about to finalise a Site Allocation Development Plan Document (DPD) and until this is completed it is not confirmed that the preferred plot for West Lavington, as per the public consultation, owned by Mike Gaiger is in the DPD.  The NHP Steering Group would like to provide more information to Mr Gaiger but this cannot be done until the DPD has been confirmed.
· Recommendations from Steering Group:
To advertise for Steering Group members with relevant skills and to approach Wiltshire Council for more support with the NHP and also to consider contacting the consultant about the next stage of the process and to collect facts.

	Planning Applications
· 16/10587/FUL Bridge Inn, Church Street, West Lavington SN10 4LD.  Change of use from Public House to single residency dwelling, conversion of pub carpark at rear to garden. The parish council have been asked to provide further detail of the inaccuracies they feel were in the information provided by the applicant when submitting the application.  Councillors discussed the proposed further information to be sent and were in agreement with some tweaks that it would be submitted by the end of 6th January as this is the extention to the deadline that has been given.
· 16/11547/FUL – The Stage Post, 9 High Street, West Lavington, Devizes SN10 4HQ.  Demolition of existing vacant public house and erection of four residential dwellings with associated parking.  Councillors have looked at the plans for four houses and would like to see the entrances of the houses not all coming onto the main street but to adjust so that two come out of the sides of the properties.  Also councillors noted that the current plans bring the houses out beyond the building line for the houses in the street at The Mercers.  This involves an application for the change of use of the premises and there has previously been a request to sell as a commercial property but this was only for the 3 months not the required 6 months.  Councillor discussed the step outside the premises, now on the pavement, the mounting block.  Question has been asked of the planners by the clerk but parish council have been advised to add this into their planning information in response to the application.  The general consensus of the councillors wa that they would like to see some changes to the site as it has been unsightly for a number of years now, but there are some recommendations that they would like to record in their response.
· Discusssion took place about registering the Churchill as a Community Asset so that it would reduce the risk of the last public house in the village undergoing a change of use.  To be placed on the next agenda.
