	Minutes of the last meetings held 04/05/17 and 15/05/17 and Matters Arising

·  Minutes 04/05/17 – agreed to be true and accurate.  Chair signed and dated them. 

·  Matters arising 04/05/17 – planning permission for work to tree in churchyard.  Paperwork for permission has been completed and submitted to Wiltshire Council. The document to register The Churchill as a community asset has been added to by Mr Scott and once the map has been completed the application will be sent.

	Dauntseys Academy Primary School Parking – John Ford

·  Mr Ford advised that the school has recruited more governors and they have reviewed the School Development Plan which contains the parking issues at the school.  There is a desire to improve the situation for the school and the residents of the area.  The school is willing to carry out repairs and improvements to the existing carpark at the Village Hall regarding potholes as well as line markings in the carpark so that the space can be fully utilised. Both of these tasks could be completed in the summer holidays by willing parents.
· An additional proposal would be to extend the parking at the Village Hall onto the grass area at the back of the existing carpark.  Historically, the parish council has not been keen to extend parking onto the grass area due to loss of garden amenity and potential damage to the ground.  Councillors discussed the possibility of laying matting over the area but not beyond the line of the Youth Club. This could be a temporary measure pending any other solution that might arise should development of the land adjacent to the school take place. Preparation of the ground for this work is expensive and it was agreed that the school would explore the costs it would incur to fund the work. Consent of the HollowayTrust, as owner the land, was also advised.
·  Further information on these issues to be fed back to the Parish Council meeting in July.
· Councillors also raised concerns in relation to the careless driving and parking of some parents of the school.  Mr Ford advised that the school regularly sends out reminders to parents of the need to drive and park with care.

	Football Matches at the Recreation Ground – proposal for facilities

· Agreement to bring this item forward for earlier agenda discussion since Mr M Smith and Mr R Durrant were present to discuss.

· A meeting had taken place on 16th May with Mr Smith, Mr Durrant, Mrs Gamble, representatives of Worton and Cheverell Football Club and Mark Young from the Football Association.  Worton and Cheverell’s request for more pitch time (38 weekends for young teams) was proving a challenge since the Village Hall cannot be hired simultaneously due to overlap of the toilet and changing room facilities.

· The Parish Council has always supported football on the playing fields.  Therefore, any facilities that might be available through FA funding were discussed, e.g. free standing toilets outside of the Village Hall, a small building attached to the main hall but with separate facilities.
· Parish Council was in agreement for the Village Hall committee to explore these further and also any matched funding available.

	CCTV Camera Costs – update

· Mr Scott has compared the quotes from Smart Integrated Solutions Ltd and TH White Installation Ltd. They are difficult to compare. TH White potentially looks more expensive in terms of supplying and fitting equipment but their maintenance costs are cheaper than Smart’s.  In addition, TH White has quoted for 7 cameras and Smart for 5 cameras. Mr Scott will request a further quote from TH White for five cameras and then bring the costs back to the Parish Council.
· Monitoring will be kept to a minimum as, in reality, the Parish Council will need only to view images if an incident has occurred.

· Once the asbestos survey of the Village Hall, being undertaken by the Village Hall committee, has been completed and the costing of 5 cameras is known, the Parish Council will be in a position to consider applying to the Area Board for CCTV funding.

· Budget monitoring sheet sent out to councillors prior to the meeting.

· Councillor enquired whether the waste invoice for West Lavington Village Hall, in the sum of £520, could be paid in two instalments in the next financial year.  This would be more appropriate as the Parish Council receives its precept in two instalments.  Clerk to make request to Treasurer of Village Hall Committee.

· Large payments were incurred at the beginning of the year for insurance, waste collection for the Village Hall and by Wiltshire Council.  Expenditure to date, prior to authorisation of cheques and payments at this meeting, is in the sum of £3723.  

· The reconciled bank balance for the current account is in the sum of £21 938, but there is £7610 to be transferred to the reserve accounts (£2947 to Neighbourhood Plan and £4663 to General Reserves).
· Current account transfers to Reserves have not yet taken place since Lloyds Bank would not accept the signed transfer documents. The bank has requested a signed letter to be taken to the bank by one of the signatories. To complete the transfer, therefore, a letter has been prepared by the Clerk and signed by one councillor. Mrs Ford has agreed to visit the bank, as the second signatory, to sign in person in front of a cashier.

· Grant requests have been received from West Lavington Village Hall in the sum of £2400 and West Lavington Youth Club for £2400.
