	Neighbourhood Plan – update
· A Brief prepared to elicite fee proposals from consultants to complete the Neighbourhood Plan had been sent to Wiltshire Council for comment.
· Councillors were advised that the parish council’s financial regulations require only one quotation to be sought for certain specialist advice including that of planning consultants. It was recommended, however, that more than one quote should be obtained. This would ensure transparency, a balanced view and allow for cost comparison.

· The position concerning CIL payments was clarified. Should Gaigers decide to pursue a planning application and be successful, prior to completion of a West Lavington Neighbourhood Plan, 15% CIL only would be available. Neighbourhood plans having received referendum endorsement attract CIL at 25%.

· The position with regard to undertaking a Housing Needs Survey, recommended by Wiltshire Council planners, was also discussed. whether one should be undertaken is a discussion for Steering Group and then to make a recommendation to the parish council. It is a question on which advice can be sought once a consultant is engaged.
· Proposal to obtain two quotes for the consultancy work to be carried out to complete the Neighbourhood Plan:

· £9000 in grant funding for individual neighbourhood plans is available from central government. However, it must be applied for and the full amount may not necessarily be granted. The parish council has also earmarked monies in the region of £4,700.

· Letter received from a dog walker living in Market Lavington who objected to West Lavington Parish Council’s anti-dog-fouling campaign posters focusing on dog waste left on footpaths and in poo bags draped on hedges and fences. A response has been sent by the clerk and the chair of the parish council.
· A request from a member of the community had been received asking for more dog waste bins in the parish. These would be in addition to the 6 around the playing fields which are emptied regularly by a person employed by the council to undertake the task, as well as emptying the littler bin at the bottom of the playing fields. Although sympathetic to the suggestion of extra bins, were they used, current circumstances unfortunately do not make the proposal financially viable. In addition it raises the issue of who would be responsible for emptying these bins on a regular basis.
· More campaign posters will be printed to replace those torn down or damaged by the weather.
· Dog Warden posters – clerk to chase the Dog Warden to ascertain if he came and put up notices at the Recreation Ground.
