	Chairman’s announcements

·  Village Hall Treasurer resignation – Mrs Gamble had advised councillors of  resignation at the last parish council meeting.  No one has yet applied. 
·  Dog Faeces bins –had not been emptied since the VH cleaner had stepped down. However,an appointment has now been made.  The key for the bin by the BMX will be located and passed to the new VH employee.
·  Sunnyside and Orchard Place  will soon be resurfaced at a cost of £34 490.Willow Court area (alias Chocolate Poodle) is also to be resurfaced. Russell Mill is on the reserve list as well and therefore will be resurfaced at some point at a cost of £32 700.

·  Newly resurfaced BMX Track – will be officially opened at the village fete in July by Claire Perry MP.

·  Village Fete – the Vintage Meeting is to be held on the same date in Market Lavington, However, village historian, Lyn Dyson, has arranged for the old Holloway brick works steam engine to appear at the Fete prior to moving on to Market Lavington.

	Wiltshire Councillor’s Report
·     Carwash Planning application – has now been withdrawn, but it 
    could be applied for in the future.  Cllr R Gamble has contacted WC  

    Enforcement Officer to take action at the site  where erected items of    equipment have been left abandoned. 

·  Planning application for 94 High Street, West Lavington – has 

    been withdrawn as well, but a revised application may be expected.        Concern  was expressed that the application did not bring any objections from Highways although the council had had a number of concerns in relation to highway access.

· 18/01840/TCA Springside Cottage, 4 Rickbarton, West Lavington, 
    Devizes SN10 4LU.  This application was granted. Although not stated correctly, it was for Leylandii trees which are always granted permission to be removed .  Mr Morton considered their  
    removal will improve the entrance to the village from the south, as 
    it will be possible to see the river and other features.  Councillors

    would like to see some replanting.

·  Market Lavington grant received from DEFRA – the grant is for 
    £100 000 to renovate the Old School.  This will be beneficial to West

    Lavington as well since many residents use the facilities in Market

    Lavington.

· General Data Protection – Wiltshire Council have issued a briefing to

    parish councils and are holding a briefing on 20th April.  Currently the

regulations specified still apply. Mr Gamble applauded WL Parish Council  for its very hard work to meet the May compliant deadline.

·  Stagepost development – concerns were raised as the bricks did not

    fulfil Condition 4 of the planning regulations.  Remedial work has 

    been carried out and Wiltshire Council planning department have 
    now agreed that they meet planning permission requirements.

    4LW – T1 Cedar fell.  It was agreed that this was a healthy tree but 
    had been poorly planted.  There were no objections.

	CCTV Camera  – update and policies
· Training – Mr Mike Challinor, Mr Richard Scott and the Clerk attended a 
 brief training session with SMART on 23rd March.
·  Agreed with SMART that in the event of an incident, SMART will be able to facilitiate remote contact with the police as part of their contract with West Lavington Parish Council.

· Operating Manual – SMART have advised that they need to write a 

 user guide; they only currently have a technical manual only.

·  Outstanding work – there is some cabling and outstanding work for 

 the cupboard yet to be completed.

· GDPR requirements for CCTV camera – SMART needs to be clear that they are “data processors” for the parish council and their responsibilities around this.  Information has been passed to them and Clerk to contact them to ensure that a new contract will be issued.
· Mr Scott advised the Clerk that he is satisfied the final payment for the cameras can now be made to SMART.  The cheque drawn at the last meeting will be sent.

	Report of the Footpaths Working Party

· Report sent to councillors prior to the meeting.

· Flooding at White Street – the report contains a photograph of this recurring problem.  It has been reported to Wiltshire Council.
· Fence leaning on footpath at Eastfield – at the litter clean up on March 3rd it was noted that a resident’s fence is leaning across WLAV44.  Clerk to write a letter requesting the fence is repaired. It is causing an obstruction and could become dangerous.
· Eastern Area Planning outcome re right of way claim – Mrs Ford advised that a right of way had been established in another part of the county.  But also noted how much work follows this as maps have to be modified.

· Strimmer – Mr Oglesby had donated a strimmer to the Footpaths Group. It has since had a service and is now ready to use.  The cost of the service was in the sum of £154.77, which councillors agreed to pay by reimbursing Mrs Ford who has already paid the invoice.

· Plastic rubbish in the fields – a member of the public passed information and photographs to Mrs Herniman and asked if the farmers and landowners of the parish could be asked to remove rubbish from their land.  Mrs Gamble advised that the parish council can only comment on obstructions to public rights of way and cannot demand that rubbish on private land is removed.  Councillors agreed to send a general letter to farmers and landowners which at the same time could request “consent” in accordance with GDPR for their contact details to be kept on the parish council database.  Clerk to send the letters.

· Councillors expressed their thanks to the Footpaths Group who upkeep parish paths throughout the year.

	Neighbourhood Plan – timetable to Regulation 15 submission
· Assessments on site H1 – In response to WC’s concerns regarding site H1, Gaigers have produced seven reports on such issues as heritage, landscape visual impact, tree planting and arboriculture, archaeology, ecology, topography and site access.  
· As a result of completion of these assessments, the Neighbourhood Plan Site Selection Methodology and Site Development Brief have been completed by the consultant.  The Core Group has returned their comments.  
· Councillors will now review all Regulation15 drafts. Documents will be sent to councillors by the end of the week. An Extra Ordinary Meeting will then be held to authorise Regulation15 submission to WC.
· Extra Ordinary Meeting was provisionally booked for Wednesday 11th April.  Clerk to check room availability and prepare an agenda to be posted on the website by the end of Friday 6th April.  Mrs Herniman agreed to take the minutes as the Clerk is away and will not able to be present.  Following agreement by the council, documents will be submitted to Wiltshire Council.

· Confirmation was provided to a question raised concerning voting at the referendum. All persons on the parish electoral role are entitled to vote.
· Councillors were requested to provide ideas in relation to the use of CIL money should the Plan be ‘made’.

· Market Lavington parish council is also progressing their Neighbourhood Plan. Their Regulation 14 consultation is about to start with closing date of May 13.  West Lavington parish council is a consultee.

	Closed Burial Ground – update

·  Mr Challinor has confirmed that All Saints Church in West Lavington is 
 unable to find evidence of it ever requesting the parish council under 

 Section 215 (2) of the Local Government Act 1972 to take over the  

 maintenance of the closed burial ground.

· Therefore the Clerk will now contact the Parochial Church Council to request a letter be sent asking the parish council to assume responsibility for maintenance under the above-mentioned Act.  Will also need to confirm that the churchyard has been closed by an Order in Council under Section 215 (1) of the same Act – Mr Blundell has obtained evidence of its closure in 1861.
 If and when the above procedure is completed, the parish council can then require, within three months of completion, for Wiltshire Council to take over maintenance.

· Councillors expressed some concern that Wiltshire Council will not maintain to the same standard.  The parish council would be able to do additional maintenance as well, but insurance coverage should, in those circumstances, be checked  since the council will not then have responsibility for the closed burial ground.

	Robbers Stone and WW1 Commemorative Tree Planting – update
· Permission from MOD to relocate to Gore Cross – after months of emailing the MOD, Mr Blundell had finally received a response advising that the MOD is unable to meet the request for the Robbers Stone and the planting of the commemorative trees for World War 1 to be sited at Gore Cross, land owned by the MOD and tenanted.
· Councillors were in agreement that this response was unsatisfactory and that permission for the planting of the trees should be pursued through the Ministry of Defence.  Mrs Gamble will write a letter to ask that the decision to be reconsidered.
· Planting of the trees – advice had been sought from a tree specialist, who confirmed that there is only a need to overplant by 10% to achieve the number required.
· As for repositioning of the Robbers’ Stone, initial design planning would be in the region of £3000. Councillors felt strongly that instruction of an architect to draw up initial designs should not be undertaken until site permission had been granted.
· Mr Blundell advised that an anonymous donor willing to cover the £3000 costs had come forward.
