	Planning Applications
· 18/06363/LBC The Old Post Office, 20 Church Street, West Lavington, Devizes SN10 4LD – replacement of ground floor windows to gable end, roadside and kitchen.  There were no objections to this application.

· 18/04649/FUL Milton House, 27 Church Street, West Lavington, Devizes SN10 4LF – excavation of raised garden by two metres to accommodate the erection of two bay oak framed garage to match existing level.  Creation of off road parking with new access and pathway.  Councillors have no objections to the proposal but would ask that the applicant be required to submit, as a reserve matter, details for approval of the proposed materials for the construction of the 26m of 2m high retaining wall and to do so before any work commences on site.  Clerk to make this recommendation to Wiltshire Council.

· 18/06528/FUL 7 Rickbarton, West Lavington, Devizes SN10 4LU – proposed detached double garage.  There were no objections to this application.

· 18/05773/FUL Brookfields, 19 Duck Street, West Lavington, Devizes SN10 4LG – construction of a 20m x 30m all weather riding arena for private use ancilliary to the main dwelling.  Councillors have no objections but would suggest the installation of a geotec membrance.

	Internal Audit 2017/18
·  Internal report has been circulated to councillors prior to the meeting. 
·  Overall conclusion – the auditor has confirmed that the parish council has again maintained adequate and effective internal control arrangements, with a few minor issues identified.  The following actions will be taken for the minor issues:

·  Bank reconciliation occurs and is checked by Vice-chair and a monitoring sheet is sent to councillors each month.  This needs to be recorded more effectively in the minutes.
·  clerk’s salary to be increased in line with national pay awards – this

has been raised before and the council agreed to increase the salary.  Clerk to process the administration of the increase in consulation with the accountant who administers the payroll.
·  Auditor has requested that responsibity for the Closed Burrial Ground 

   is recorded in the asset register.  Councillors and Clerk do not agree

   with this recommendation as they are not responsible for it as not

   handed over by the Parocial Church Council.  Clerk to respond to 

   internal auditor to challenge this.

·    Annual Governance Statement 2017/18 – clerk read through the  
   boxes 1 to 9.and councillors were in agreement to accept the   

   Statement.

·   Accounting Statements 2017/18 – clerk read out the information which 

  was on the end of year accounts.  There is a difference between box 7

  and 8 which illustrates balances on all accounts and the bank 
  reconciliation of £3836.40.  This is one cheque for the CCTV camera 

  that had not been presented by year end.  Explanation will be sent to 

  external auditor.  Clerk also explained any variances of more than 15%

  from last years figures.  The differences were as follows:

  Box 3 Total other receipts – this is £21 238 higher than last year, due 
  to an NHP Grant, area grant for CCTV camera, area grant for BMX

  track, CIL funding, VAT reclaim and two donations to the parish 

  Council.

  Box 6 All other payments – this has increased by £20 698.  This is due 

  to projects being completed, many of which were funded with the  

  additional receipts detailed above.  Projects were the CCTV camera, 

  BMX track and progression of the NHP.

  Box 9 Total fixed assets – this has increased by £43 629 and includes

  the purchase of two benches, CCTV camera, bin and the telephone 

  kiosk.  Although items like the kiosk were low cost to purchase from 

  BT for a £1, their insurance value is much higher and estimated to be

  £25 000.
