	Public Participation
· Planning application 17/11648/FUL 3 Orchard Place, West Lavington, Devizes SN10 4LG to provide alterations and replacement.  
· Mr Lye explained that he had lived in the house as a child then moved locally but now that his parents have passed away he has taken the house on and would like to make some alterations to update the property which is a bungalow. He believed that the proposed work does not affect the neighbours as it is low profile and he has spoken to some of the neighbours already.  
· An email received by the Clerk from a neighbour objecting to the plans to add a floor to the existing bungalow was read out for councillors’ information. Mr Lye confirmed he was aware of the concerns raised.

· During questioning it was suggested to Mr Lye that should the first floor extension be rendered this would reduce any impact of the heightening of the building.  
· Councillors found no grounds on which to object to the planning application.

	Wiltshire Councillor’s Report
· Vodaphone application – Councillor R Gamble had received notification of a pre-consultation regarding a proposed updgrade by Vodaphone to base station installation at Littleton Panell.  The proposal had been circulated to councillors with a view that any objections could be channelled via Mr Gamble who had been contacted as a consultee. Councillors confirmed that they did not wish to raise any objections.
· Road closure at Low Road, Little Cheverell will take place between 21st and 23rd February for Wessex Water to complete repair works.

· Carwash planning application 17/08148 FULL at 22 High Street, West Lavington, Devizes. There had been 20 objections submitted to Wiltshire Council, along with the objections raised by the Parish Council. There were also 5 supporters of the application but 3 of these supporters did not live in the village. The planning officer had advised Mr Gamble that Wiltshire Council cannot make a decision until he receives further details from the applicant. Environmental Health has also confirmed that more information is needed. Highways has not raised any objection initially,  expressing the view is that a car wash is a similar operation to the previous use of the site as a car sales business. Mr Gamble reported that he considered that they are different businesses.
· Area Board – this will be on 22nd January at Lavington School. There are two applications from West Lavington for grants.

	CCTV Camera - update
· The contract with contractor, Smart Integrated Services, for installation of CCTV at the Village Hall has been signed. This follows a recommendation by the police for installation of permanent CCTV, particularly after a trial CCTV installation by the police resulted in cessation of the long period of vandalism, ABS and drug taking experienced in 2016 in and around the Village Hall and BMX track.
· Councillors discussed data protection issues. Signs that CCTV is in operation will be prominently placed at the entrances to, and in and around, the CCTV controlled areas.  It will, however, become a statutory requirement in May 2018, when new data protection legislation comes into effect, that a Privacy Impact Assessment (PIA) be undertaken.  PIAs are particularly required when using new technologies and the processing is likely to result in a high risk to the rights and freedoms of individuals. CCTV images captured by the council’s CCTV will be used only when an incident of criminal or anti-social behaviour occurs and will then, if identifiable by date and time, be passed to the police for their investigations. Recordings of images will otherwise regularly be destroyed. 
· Councillors were in agreement to install the cameras and to report in a written  PIA as  soon as possible the steps and considerations that had been undertaken by the council to ensure individuals’ privacy during operation of the CCTV system. Equipment should be purchased in this financial year as the grant from the Area Board was made in this financial year.

	Neighbourhood Plan
· Meeting re preferred site took place on 21st December. Present: the land owner, Gaigers Brothers, their consultant and members of the Parish Council and the council’s consultant.  Minutes of the meeting have been circulated to councillors and accepted.
· Meeting with Wiltshire Council is planned for 19 January 2018 with the NHP Core Group members and consultant, Anthony Northcote.  It is envisaged that the Plan will be submitted to Wiltshire Council under Regulation 15 at the end of February/beginning of March.
· Consultants costs –  following payment of the outstanding invoices presented at the meeting, £1254 grant money will remain for any further costs invoiced before the end of the grant period on 31/1/18.
· IR35 – Mr Olgesby requested the  Clerk to formally check and record that the Parish Coiuncil’s is satisfied that its relationship with its consultant, Anthony Northcote, is not disguised as employment. Traditionally, those working for a public sector client through a personal service company have been able to determine their own tax status – and whether they fall within the remit of IR35. But reforms in April switch things around, making it the Parish Council’s responsibility to decide if the relationshipis essentially disguised employment. It was considered that Mr Northcote should not be affected since he has a broad client base; however, the Clerk will make enquiries.
· NHP open drop-in consultation sessions – the two final sessions will take place on Saturday 6th January and Wednesday 10th January in the Giles Room of the Village Hall.

	Extension of pavement in the High Street

	Grounds Maintenance Contract 2018/19 (including Playgrounds Inspection Report & Rec Ground and Closed Burial Ground survey)
· Since the last meeting further communication has been received from the selected contractor.  The quote agreed at the last meeting was for 12 cuts at £130 each which is a cost of £1560 per annum.  Mr Goddard has advised that if he secured a three year contract with the Parish Council then he would reduce the cost by £10 per cut, saving the council £360 over the three year term.
· Councillors agreed that they would continue with the one year contract agreed at the last meeting to be reviewed after one year.
· Playgrounds Inspection Report – this has been returned and emailed to Mr Blundell and Mr Coxhead.  It will be reviewed at the Playgrounds Working Group meeting.  
· Survey of trees – Clerk has spoken to Wessex Tree Care and a map of the location of the trees has been requested to include trees for which the council is responsible in the closed burial ground.  Mr Scott will complete the map.
