·   Closed Burial Ground – Mr B Giles (Church Warden) wish to speak
 to the parish council in relation to recent communication for the 

 Parochial Church Council formally requesting the parish council to 

 take over the maintenance of the closed burial ground.  Mr Giles has
 been trying to locate the document that confirms when the burial 

 ground was officially closed and has been successful.  Mr Blundell 
 confirmed that he was in receipt of a copy of the document and will 

 pass it to Mr Giles.  Mr Giles also advised that he would prefer West

 Lavington Parish Council to maintain it and not Wiltshire Council as

 he is aware that they also have limited funding.  Councillors 

                explained that they can apply for Wiltshire Council to take over the

                maintenance and due to Section 215 of the Local Government Act 

                1972.  The parish council also do not want to see the burial ground 

                not maintained but need to reduce their liability of any expensive 

                repairs that may need to be carried out.  Mr Giles will write the letter 

                requesting the parish council to take over the burial ground and send 

                to the clerk.

	Wiltshire Councillor’s Report (Councillor Richard Gamble)
·      Wiltshire Council needs to make savings of £23 million.
·      Firing on Salisbury Plain – there continues to be a lot of military 
     activity which is causing flare ups due to the dry ground.  Concerns

     have been raised with the military but they advised the community

     needs to stay indoors and close their windows if the noise is a

     problem.  Concerns as this would not be healthy in these extremes

     of temperature.  Further communication with the military and they 

     have agreed to surpress their activities at mid-day on Friday 6th July.
     Councillors agreed to put the contact numbers for Salisbury Plain on

     the website so that the public could contract them with their 

     concerns if necessary.

·      Recycling – households are now able to recycle more waste.  A

     presentation will be given at the Area Board on 16th July.

·      Traffic control on Duck Street – there will be three way traffic control

     on 8th July for work on the lifting drain covers.  

·      Work on London Road in Devizes – traffic control to be in place on 

     23rd July for work to replace the roundabout with traffic lights.

·      Carwash planning application – since reporting that this application

     is not progressing at this stage the Enforcement Officer regarding 

     the blue canopy has been contacted again.  Enforcement to take

     place with the owner of the premises this weekend.

·      Mounting Block outside the Wheatsheaf Mews – in other areas 

     Milestones have been removed in error by developers and therefore

     West Lavington need to ensure that the steps are not removed 

     during the current development.  Councillors advised that this was a 

     condition of the planning agreement following a recommendation 

     from the parish council.

·       Pecurement of Examiner for Plan – Mrs Gamble has asked Vicky at

      Wiltshire Council to begin to secure an examiner so that the

      progression of the plan can continue as soon as the consultation

      has concluded.

·       Master Plan – H1 site owners, the Gaigers have been asked if a
      a master plan has been in place with the collaboration of the local

     communality.  Gaigers will lead on this but hopefully all the

     information required is in the Briefing Document.

A second proposal has also been put forward which

     does not allow for a compromise and proposes that all councillors

     should use the councillor set up emails.
·      Mr Coxhead advised that there is not a law that can make councillors

     use council based emails and therefore the parish council can only

     encourage councillors to use the system set up.  The protocol is for

     councillors who are either unable or chose not to use the system.

	Village Hall – update from PC/VH Committee and Trustees meeting 
·      Mr May advised that he has been voted into the position of Chair for 

     the West Lavington Village Hall.

·      Mr May advised that the hall and its bookings currently all runs 

     through the services of volunteers and this is unsustainable.  
     Therefore a paper has been produced and sent around by Mr May

     which proposed the recruitment of two members of staff.

·      Caretaker post – that the parish council support half the additional 

     cost of this appointment amounting to £1000 per full year.  The job

     description has not yet been drafted or an hourly rate proposed.

·      Clerk – that the parish council in addition to the £2400 grant given 

     last year, support half the further costs of the appointment which 

     would total £1300 per annum.  The job description has been drafted
     and an hourly payment rate of £13.50.

·      The parish council allow access to the agency which it currently

     uses to manage its own payroll.  Clarification of this point Mr May
     explained would be providing the details of the company that 

     provide this service but not to be part of the parish council contract.

·      These posts would not be employees of the parish council

·      The additional costs of these posts at this point would only be for

     6 months as the year as the currently arrangements of volunteers

     will still be in place until October.

·      Therefore the total costs for this financial year would be the annual

     grant of £2400, plus £500 for the caretaker and £650 for the clerk.

     Therefore a total of £3550.
·      The costs in the next financial year, which Mr May on behalf of the

     Village Hall Committee would be £2400 annual grant, £1000 for

                 the caretaker post and £1300 per annum.  Total costs for 2019/20

                 would be £4700.

·      Councillors requested sight of a Business Plan and Mr May advised

     that this will follow for the September meeting.

·      Some councillors were concerned there was not Business Plan yet

     proposed they also wanted to support a local community asset.

·      Proposed that the parish council provide a grant of £3550 for     

     2018/19 and £4700 for 2019/20.
