	Wiltshire Councillor’s Report

·  The final proposals by the Boundary Commission for England for the 
    review of parliamentary constituency boundaries have been 

    published.  It is intended that West Lavington and the surrounding 
area will be in the constituency of Devizes and East Wiltshire.  In the original draft proposals, it was proposed that West Lavington would be in a new constituency of Warminster and Shaftesbury.  This Parish Council was one of the objectors to that idea.  
The Boundary Commission also proposed that, from 2024, Wiltshire Council should have 98 councillors (as now) and that populations of each division should not deviate from the average by more than 10%.  Wiltshire Council is proposing that West Lavington should be in Division 78 with Market Lavington, Great Cheverell and Easterton (which happens to match the territory of the church benefice).  This proposal will be offered for approval by the Full Council on 16 October before submission to the Commission.

·   Resurfacing of Orchard Place and Sunnyside is now rescheduled for

     14th to 16th November.

·   It is understood that the garage site opposite the Millennium Cross 
 will be used to display cars for sale, as before.

£1844.73.  Although this was not a large amount carried forward, the   council had not had to draw on its reserves as planned for installation of the CCTV camera or refurbishment of the BMX track.  Grants received during the year from the Area Board to support the costs of these two projects were gratefully received, the Parish Council providing matched funds.

· Boundary wall on a footpath – the boundary wall adjacent to the footpath on the southern garden side of Littleton House is bulging and, potentially, could collapse onto the public footpath. It was agreed that the Clerk would write to Littleton House .
