This planned work also highlighted that 

      although many parties are advised of road closures the Post Office

      delivery service is not routinely advised but this will change going

      forward.

·    Potholes in the road – these need to be reported to MyWiltshire.

·    Parking in the Market Place in Devizes – there have not been any

     decisions regarding paying to park and there will be no changes until

     at least May 2019.

·    Commemoration Tree Planting – Councillor Gamble advised that he 
      is still awaiting a response from the MOD regarding the planting of

      the trees.

·    Area Board on 10th September – there will be information on the

      proposed revised boundaries which would result in the Devizes area

      reducing from 7 councillors to 6.  Consultation will be open from

      28th August to 5th November.

·    Prescriptions by email – there is a proposal for a pharmacy to be set

up in West Lavington that will deliver prescriptions following an email request.  Careful consideration needs to be given to this as there is a local pharmacy in Market Lavington that provides a home delivery service.

Wiltshire Council Highways are responsible and own up to the middle of the stream.  Councillors discussed contacting Wiltshire Council’s legal department to advise that they believe that the railings are a significant risk but Highways do not see them as a priority.  Item needs to be placed in News and Views so that the community are aware that the parish council is communicating with Wiltshire Council in relation to their safety concerns.
