11/12/035 Minutes of the last meeting
The Minutes were agreed and signed by the Chairman.
11/12/036 Quarterly Playgrounds’ Inspection report
The Chairman introduced the first quarterly inspection report from the new supplier, Wiltshire Council. A number of items were noted as having been rectified by the Clerk and a number were agreed as being tolerable risks that could be recommended to the Council. The remainder were agreed for recommendation that repairs be made, at minor costs and with volunteer effort. The report and action update is attached to these Minutes.
The Clerk explained the requirement for signage, and circulated a draft template for consideration. Recommendation to the Council for adoption was proposed by Mr Duckett, seconded by Mrs Evans, with all agreed, subject to an outstanding technical validation by Wiltshire Council.
11/12/037 Asset management - matters arising
Grassed areas/pitches: The Clerk explained that contact was continuing with the Contractor, who was now waiting for appropriate weather and ground conditions before proceeding. The Chairman reported that a tree planting ceremony was planned by the Youth Club for 21 January, and that the landowner had been consulted. The Chairman also reported that the Council had agreed that the Village Hall would co-ordinate potentially competing requests for use of the pitches area;
Fencing: The Chairman commented on the condition of some of the perimeter fencing. It was noted that some areas of the grounds might not require fencing, and that the cost of replacement of the remainder would be prohibitive in one year. It was agreed that this matter would be raised at the Corporate Planning seminar planned for February.
Youth Shelter: nothing additional to report;
BMX track: nothing additional to report;
Senior playground: nothing additional to report;

Junior (Robert’s) Playground: The Chairman raised the matter of longer term planning replacement and augmentation of equipment provided. It was agreed that this issue required further research, and the engagement of other interested parties in both the selection of equipment, routes towards fundraising, and community work parties for on-site actions. It was agreed that Mrs Whyman and Mrs Evans would make approaches to the primary school and to the playgroup, and that this matter would also be raised at the Corporate Planning seminar.
