In addition I do intend to record something of the lives of the men from the village who served and survived World War One. These men also sacrificed their youth, and suffered grim circumstances, often returning with post traumatic stress disorders which were unrecognised at the time. I think this is an appropriate moment to remember them and their families too. This commemoration will probably be in a separate book, again for charity, but it is taking longer to research so may be produced later in 2014.
My starting point for this is the Roll of Honour which is displayed in All Saints Church. However I am aware that this is not a complete list of the men who served. So if you have any information about someone who was in the armed forces during World War One, and had a West Lavington connection at that time, please contact me.
